David Livingstone
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waiting for him the firing
began a short distance

all told me that the

man at Shupanga was

a thief and would

connive at the Landerus
robbing us of the goods
we intended to leave

it seems therefore decidedly
necessary for us to



go on to Senna - It would
be throwing them away
here - We shall be three

days to that place now that
we know the way

My Dear friends you

must excercise patience

I would remain at

the island myself but

feel my presence necessary
where either natives

or Portuguese come to

us to make our objects
understood - If you

see any plan by

which we might hasten
our departure from

the island let me know
where I come down
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I still think the Portuguese
may help us but war

engrosses every thought

I go ashore here to try

& get some fowls sent

down to you - Examine

all the things and

use by all necessary

thing you like - I forgot

to say before leaving

that you ought to make

fresh bread for yourselves

the flour is under my

boxes. God bless &

preserve you all. Baines

is quite well now. May I
suggest a short morning prayer
again. We have been unable

to attend to this for some time past
